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Kadabi Review Game
Target audience: JHS 1st -3rd year students
Objective: To review any material that has been gone over. This lesson will allow students to compete in a game that will help them to review sentence structures, and to make sense out of words they should have learned during the semester. 
Materials: The ALT should come prepared with a list of sentences. Utilizing sentences directly from the curriculum's examples seems to be the most effective. Also, a blackboard and chalk are necessary.
Procedure:   

The game is called kadabi. Utilizing the sentences found in the textbook, write a mixed-up sentence on the blackboard. Divide the class into however many teams you think would be appropriate. The teams send up one person at a time to unscramble the sentence.

The trick is that the student has to hold their breath as long as they are holding a piece of chalk. If you want to push it a little further, you can require them to say the word 'kadabi' to make sure they are not breathing in. If the student has to breathe, they must pass to the next person on their team, who must then begin holding their breath when they are handed the chalk. The team that unscrambles the sentence first, receives a point towards the overall win. 

The JTE helps in this by explaining the rules, so make sure that they understand the rules as well. They also help to re-explain the grammar point for the students that did not understand, as well as reviewing vocabulary they may have forgotten. The JTE is also an excellent gauge of whether or not the teams need a hint to get it right.

Additional information: 

· Some of your students may beast through the sentences, so it is advised that you switch up the starting point each time so that other team members have a chance to answer.

· This activity can take almost an entire class period if you are not watchful of time, unless that is your goal.

· This activity also works to get students working together a little more as they correct each others' work to get the sentence right.

· Remind some students to breathe. Some of your more advanced students will try to knock out a really long sentence and you don't want them passing out.
