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Mooovie Madness
Target audience: Third year middle school students
Objective: Students learn to describe movies they know and love.
Materials: Movie posters or short trailers, depending on technology access, sticky notes.
Procedure: 

Do a warm up where students chat in pairs about movies they know and like. Then present the following vocabulary:

Adjectives: scary, funny, sad, dramatic, romantic, live-action, and animated
Genres: romance, horror movie, sci-fi movie, comedy, drama, anime, kids movie. 
Show the class movie posters or trailers of famous films and have the class describe them using the vocabulary list and the patterns, “It’s a ____ movie / It’s about a _____.” Afterwards show a sample dialogue that models the questions: “What kind of movie is it? Is it a ____ movie? Is it about a _____?” Last do a game where students have famous movie names written on sticky notes on their foreheads and must guess what movie it is. If there is time at the end of class, have students repeat the warm up chat with their former partner, this time talking about their movies in more detail.
Additional information: 

The warm up at the beginning can be done orally or with a worksheet. Also a written vocabulary list that students can reference throughout class would be beneficial. 
A sample dialogue could be:
A: What movie are you watching?

B: I’m watching Frozen. It’s my favorite movie.

A: Frozen… I think I saw that… Is it about two sisters?

B: Yes! It’s about two sisters named Anna and Elsa!

A: Yeah! And they have a cute friend, right?

B: A friend? Oh you mean Olaf, the snowman! Yeah, Olaf is really cute…

A: Right! And is it funny, and sometimes a little scary?

B: Yes, it is!

A: And is it an animated kid’s movie?

A: Yeah! It’s really pretty.

B: And it has music too, doesn’t it?

A: It does! My favorite song is Let it go!

B: Ah, I love that movie! It’s funny, it has good music, it’s about two sisters who live in Hawaii and then the aliens come from outer space….

A: Aliens? Outer space? Hawaii…? Wait—you’re talking about Lilo and Stitch!

B: Ooooh! Right… Well, I guess I didn’t see Frozen….

A: Well then, let’s watch it!
For the game write out the forehead sticky notes in advance and give new ones to students who guess their movie. Have the students refer to their vocabulary lists, dictionaries, textbooks, etc… as needed.
