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Miscellaneous

Paper Airplane Darts
Target audience: Every Level
Objective: To review material in the lesson through a fun game.
Materials: Paper airplane & chalk/marker.
Procedure: 
Split the class into teams or groups. Get each team to make their paper plane (dart). While they make their planes, draw some bull’s eyes or targets on the board. Smaller circles are for higher points, larger circles for lower points. 
Then ask the class a question or review question based on your lesson. 
If the class is small:

Whatever team answers first and correctly can throw their plane two times for points. 
Then ask the next question and the same applies to the next team to answer a question first. The team with the most points wins the game. 

If the class is big:

Split the class up, each row is a team: 
Whatever team answers the question correct first can then throw first before the other teams. Maybe the team that answers correctly first, can throw two times where the other teams can throw only once. Give the team some kind of advantage over the others for answering the question correctly. Maybe they can throw from a closer position where the other teams have to throw from a further back position. After the first team has thrown their dart, then all the other teams all throw at the same time. 
Next question goes to the next person in the row and the game continues until each person in the row has had a chance to answer and throw the paper plane.

Additional information: 
I usually have students stand beside the first desks in class. This game can last any amount of time based on how many questions you ask.
