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Class time needed for lesson: 20 minutes 
Class size taught: 40 students
Target audience: SHS - 2nd years  
Objective: Check students’ understanding of English conversion and the passive and active voices.
目的：生徒の英語会話の能力を確認し、能動態と受動態の正しい使い方を練習する。
Materials: worksheet with board game, dice

Procedure: 
I. No more than twenty minutes, but may vary depending on whether the ALT needs to change the number of sentences.
II. Preparation - Create your grid (with pictures) before class. 
1. Prepare the board game in advance by making a 3 by 6 grid with sentences, or variations thereof relevant to your students.
I. Playing the Game - no more than 20 minutes 
1. Arrange students into groups of four of five. 
2. Give each group one die and instruct them to play janken, taking turns to convert the sentences to passive voice, and speaking the sentences aloud.
3. Monitor and assist students as necessary. 
4. At the end, ask volunteers to write sentences on the board for the moves they converted to the passive voice. Check as a class.

Additional information: 
This is a supplemental activity meant to be played after the main English lesson. Sentences are changed as appropriate to your students’ level. 

Example sentences:
i. Make your own sentence.
ii. Matsui-sensei teaches English.
iii. We do not understand our teacher.
iv. The ALT speaks English.
v. I like sushi.
vi. Make your own idea
vii. Many girls like BTS.
viii. Monkeys eat bananas.
ix. My mother bought my bicycle.
x. Petulia studies Japanese.
xi. I did this homework.
xii. Jack reads ONE PIECE
xiii. Yes, he ate the apple.
xiv. I don’t clean my room.
xv. Mary likes cookies.
xvi. Make your own sentence.
xvii. My school banned smartphones
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
