[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Battleship Grammar
Class Time: 50 minutes
Class Size: 2 to 40 students
Target Audience: SHS any grade
Objective: In one class, the students will be able to communicate using grammar in a fun repetitive game.
目的：文法を使って楽しく繰り返しゲームをしながらコミュニケーションをとることができるようになる。
Materials: Worksheet/Game board

Procedure: 
I. Introduction (15 minutes)
1. Introduce what battleship is to the students 
a. After introducing the board game. Have the students fill in their own game boards with the chosen grammar. 
b. Make pairs of students
II. Main Activity (30 minutes) 
1. Play battleship in their pair for allotted time. 
a. The student will ask a question to their partner using the grammar and make a sentence using the game board.
b. If the student hits their partners ship, then the partner will say, “yes. ~~~~~~” (depending on grammar point). 
c. If the student misses, then the partner will say, “no, ~~~~~~”. 
d. The students can mark their hits and misses on the worksheet side that says “opponents board” to keep track of where they’ve already called. 
e. The student will take turns back and forth asking each other questions to try and sink their partners ships.
f. During the game, walk around and listen to student pronunciation and use of grammar points. 
III. Conclusion (5 minutes) 
1. After 30 minutes finishes, have each student count how many “hits” they have. The winner is the one with the most hits between the pair. 
a. Give a prize to the winner of “Battleship”.


Additional Information:
This is a lower level, low prep activity that I have used last year and this year with great success from my students. For higher level students, this might not work as well, but at my school this really helps the students remember grammar and practice their speaking skills. The grammar can be swapped out and is really adaptable.
