[bookmark: _GoBack]Telephone Game: Is this yours? Whose is this?
Class Time: 35 minutes
Class Size: 20-40 students
Target Audience: JHS - 1st grade
Objective: In one class period, students will become comfortable asking and answering questions about who something belongs to. 
目的：英語の所有代名詞の正しい使い方を勉強する。
Materials: 1 deck of Small Object cards and 1 deck of matching Large Object cards. 1 deck of character cards, 1 deck of information slips

Procedure: 
I. Review - 3 minutes
1. The JTL and ALT will review the grammar “Is this yours?” through a sample dialogue.
2. The teacher will ask the students to practice the dialogue in pairs.
II. Main Activity - 30 minutes
1. Level 1—Is this yours? 
a. The teachers will divide the class into two teams.
b. The JTL and ALT will pass out one Small Object card to each student. 
Note: The Small Object cards are information cards that show each student what object they’ve “lost”. 
c. The ALT and JTL will give a stack of Large Object cards to the student in the front left or right column of each team. These cards are the objects that need to be “returned”.
d. The teachers explain how the game works:
i. The student with the stack of Large Object cards will show the top card to the student behind them and ask, “Is this yours?”.
ii. If the Large Object card matches that student’s card, the student answers “Yes, it is.”
iii. If it does not match, the student answers, “No, it's not,” and takes the card and shows it to the student behind them, asking the next student, “Is this yours?”.
iv. The student with the card stack should continue drawing new cards and asking the student behind them if it's theirs.
v. The goal is to return as many objects to their teammates as possible in the given time.


e. The teacher sets and starts a timer for about 3 minutes and starts the game.
f. The JTL and ALT should each walk around the room to ensure the students are using the target grammar.
2. Level 2—Whose is this?
a. The ALT and JTL will review the question, “Whose is this?”, and the answer, “It's mine”.
b. The teachers will reshuffle and deal one of the Small Object cards per student and collect all of the Large Object cards.
c. The Large Object deck will be set on a desk at the front.
d. The ALT and JTL will demonstrate how the game works:
i. One student will come to the front desk, draw the top card, and show it to his team, asking “Whose is this?”.
ii. The other students will check their cards. Only the student with the matching card will reply.


Additional Information:
The activity consists of 2 mini-activities, covering 2 related grammar points:
Level 1: Is this yours?—Yes, it is./No, it's not.

Level 2: Whose is this?—It's mine.
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
