[bookmark: _GoBack]Tier List Maker
Class time needed for lesson: 3 periods
Class size taught: 40 students
Target audience: SHS
Objective: Over the course of 3 lessons, students will make short presentations and create a tier list of things they like or dislike.
目的： 3回の授業でプレゼンテーションを作成したり、発表を聞いて投票しティアリストを作成したりする活動をとおして、生徒の表現力や思考力・判断力を養う。
Materials: example tier lists, worksheets, tablets, tier list maker 

Procedure: 
I. 1st Lesson
1. Introduction – 10 minutes
a. The teachers will introduce the concept of tier lists by either presenting slides for an introduction or by showing examples from the internet. 
b. They will also explain how people rank things based on different criteria, such as personal preferences, effectiveness, etc. 
c. The teachers will introduce the general topics the students can choose from.
d. The teachers can decide the topics, but broader topics work best so that students can pick something they’re interested in (e.g. food, anime, travel destinations, sports, and so on).
2. Brainstorming – 10 minutes
a. Following the introduction, the students will decide what they want to talk about with their partner. 
b. Once they have decided, the students will go to the teachers and confirm their choice.
3. Research and writing – 30 minutes
a. For the rest of the period, students will work with their partner to come up with their ranking. 
b. They will write a 45 second to 1 minute script explaining what they chose as well as their reasoning for their rank.
II. 2nd Lesson
1. Writing and checking – 35 minutes
a. The students will finish their scripts and check their writing with the ALT.
2. Practice – 15 minutes
a. The students will group up with another pair and practice their presentations with each other. If there is time left over, students can group with a new pair and practice again.
III. 3rd Lesson
1. Presentations – 50 minutes
a. The students will give their presentations to the class. 
b. Following each presentation, the class will vote what tier they want each item to be in. 
c. After the class has voted, the teachers will add that item to the tier list. 
d. Once all students have presented, the tier list is finished.

Additional Information: 
Time can vary in the last lesson. I used a class period for it, but it could be shorter if you have higher level students. When making the tier list, I used an online tier list maker. If that’s not an option, you can draw one on the board. Finally, encourage your students to be creative! Most students picked things they liked, but a few groups picked things they hated and did their best to convince the class to agree with them. It was fun!
