Class time needed for lesson: 3 full lessons
Class size taught: 40
Target audience: SHS 1st Grade
[bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]Objective: Students will create a powerpoint and make a presentation about a good leader. See the Enrich Learning I textbook, Unit 6.

Materials: Computer, projector, tablets for students, worksheets, Enrich Learning I textbook

Procedure: 
I. First Class
1. Presentation - 10 minutes
a. The ALT will give a short example presentation about what makes a good leader and provide a worksheet (see QR code below) with the presentation script. 
b. The presentation should be divided into sections that students can easily follow. The suggested format is to have three sections: 
i. Introduction
ii. Main Content
iii. Conclusion 
c. The ALT may adapt the format as they see fit. It is important to include any key vocabulary or grammar structures that the ALT wishes their students to use in the script. 
2. Worksheet - 5 minutes
a. Students answer questions about the presentation, included on the worksheet. The ALT will then review the answers with the class. 
3. Research - 10 minutes
a. Using their tablets, students will individually brainstorm ideas and collect information about someone they think is a good leader. They will fill in the relevant section of the worksheet. 
4. Scripts - Remaining time
a. The remainder of the class will be used for students to write their presentation scripts. These are to be submitted by the deadline set by the ALT so that the ALT can correct them before the next TT class.

II. Second Class
1. Corrections - 15 minutes
a. The corrected scripts are returned to the students for rewriting. The ALT will help the students with any questions they may have about the corrections, or any other assistance they may need in rewriting the script. 
2. Presentations - 25 minutes
a. Using their tablets, students will create a powerpoint to match their scripts. The format suggested here is to have 3 slides, one corresponding to each section of the script. The ALT will then explain that slides should include pictures and keywords. 
b. Students then review and practice their presentations for the remainder of the class, with the ALT present to help with any questions.
III. Third Class
1. Preparation - 5 minutes
a. Students should be given a short time to prepare and go through their presentation one last time. The ALT will then split the class into groups of four. 
2. Presentations - 40 minutes
a. Students are numbered 1, 2, 3, and 4. The ALT then calls out each number, and the students present to their groups. 
b. Each group then nominates their best speaker. 
c. The best speakers from each group will then take turns presenting for the whole class.

Additional information: 
[image: ]This specific lesson plan is set to match with the content of unit 6 of the Enrich Learning I English Communications textbook. However, this lesson format can be set to almost any topic the ALT wishes. Most of the time, the timing for this lesson plan runs smoothly. However, on occasion, the presentations can run over time. So, depending on the progress of the first two classes, I would advise splitting the presentations between a third and fourth lesson.
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
