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Textbook-Specific Lessons

[bookmark: _GoBack]Tattoos in the USA
Class time needed for lesson: 55 minutes
Class size taught: 40
Target audience: Senior high school first graders, higher level English learners
Objective: Enhance a textbook lesson about body art by sharing cultural differences surrounding tattoos.

Materials: Students: Impact Issues 3rd Edition textbook, Unit 9: Body Art worksheet, pencil, and eraser; Teacher: Projector setup and powerpoint, stamps to reward students who answer questions
Procedure:
I. Listening - 5 minutes
1. The ALT will have students act out the listening activity in pairs, one student being Mae and one student being her father. Don’t forget to explain how to pronounce Mae (like May).
II. Vocabulary - 5 minutes
1. The ALT and JTL have students call and respond to vocab and shout out vocabulary definitions in Japanese.
2. The ALT adds additional context for vocab while the JTL confirms Japanese definitions
III. Listening, Questions and Answers - 5 minutes 
1. The ALT says, “Now that you understand the vocabulary, you have 1 minute to discuss what confused you in the reading with your partner. What are your questions?”
2. The students have 1 minute of partner discussion and then grammar/content question time in English or Japanese.
IV. Powerpoint - 10 minutes
1. The ALT says, “Now that you’ve read this excerpt about an American girl having a tattoo and disagreeing with her Dad about it, let's learn more about what tattoos can mean in the United States.” 
a. Many students have a strong negative association with tattoos, so images about me, my parents, my friends, etc. having tattoos were very surprising and interesting to them. It was essential that this powerpoint showed me and my personal experiences. If the ALT does not have tattoos, the differences in how piercings are perceived can also be interesting.

V. Check your Understanding - 5 minutes 
1. The ALT goes over the correct answers in Check your Understanding and has students discuss in pairs for 1 minute before asking for volunteers to fill in the blank questions. 
VI. Sharing Opinions (first box only) - 15 minutes
1. The ALT says, “With your partner, discuss whose opinion you agree with and why.”
2. The teachers should have students stop when the ALT or JTL starts to hear Japanese as they are walking around the classroom.
3. The ALT has students speak in front of the whole class. Students may hate it but can do it. The ALT can have them call on each other, which makes it more fun. 
VII. Role Play (Same procedure as Sharing your Opinion) - 10 mins
1. The ALT says, “Person A and person B are having a conversation about tattoos. Person A thinks having a tattoo is too extreme, but person B thinks they are a form of self expression. Discuss and explain why you’re right.”
