Class time needed for lesson: 30 - 40 minutes (Game only)
Class size taught: 4 to 10 students
Target audience: SHS – Any Level
Objective: Students will review in teams their grammar and basic conversation skills through this game.

Materials: Fill in the blank grammar strips, White board and markers, Variety of conversation questions, Candy or stickers (as a reward if wanted)

Procedure: 
I. [bookmark: _Hlk187926625]Prep -  20 to 25 minutes
1. Before camp, the ALT will need to prepare all question materials beforehand. This can be anything but a variety of questions is needed, listed, and ready to ask students during the game
a. Basic conversation questions*
b. Vocabulary questions*
c. Fill-in-the-blank grammar questions* 
a) For the fill in the blank questions, the ALT will need to print them out in to paper strips for students to hold and see
2. The ALT will need to create a grid key for themselves (5 columns x 5 rows) that show which spaces have a gun, a bomb, an angel or if it is empty (See additional information for example)
II. Game Procedures –  35 minutes
1. Set-up – 5 min
a. On the white board, the ALT will draw the grid prepared earlier but all the spaces will be empty (the ALT will fill them in throughout the game)
b. The ALT will label each row 1 - 5, and each column A - E to make it easier for students to call out each grid space
c. The ALT will want all their questions out and accessible to make giving the questions to the students throughout the game easy.
2. Procedure – 30 min
a. Students will be put into teams (2-3 students per team) and will create a team name for themselves 
b. Each team will have three lives drawn on the board (stick figures are good)
c. The ALT will give instructions to the students on how the game works
a) Each team will answer a question
b) If students answer correctly they will choose a square on the grid
c) The square will be empty, have a gun, a bomb, or an angel
(1) Gun – Take a life away from the opposing team(s)
(2) Bomb – Answering team loses a life
(3) Angel – Answering team gains a life
(4) Empty – Nothing happens
d) If the team answers incorrectly then move on to the next team to answer
e) Last team standing wins

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*Examples of Questions:

1. Basic Conversation: What is the weather today? / Please recommend a movie for me to watch and why?
2. Vocabulary: What is なす in English? Name 5 countries from Europe in English
3. Fill-in-the-blank Questions: https://owl.purdue.edu/owl_exercises/grammar_exercises/
a. Sites such as this link or similar ones can work! There are quizzes about articles/ correct verb tense/ adjective or adverb etc. So choose what matches the level of the students
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
