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Class time needed for lesson: 30-45 minutes
Class size taught: 33
Target audience: JHS 2nd Years
Objective: Prepare students to write about their work experience in a fun way.
目的：自分の14歳の挑戦について楽しく書けるように準備する。
Materials: A piece of paper (one per student) and sticky notes (3-5 per student)
The work experience, called 14才の挑戦 in Japanese, is a learning experience for 2nd year Junior High Schoolers wherein they work at various companies for a week.

Procedure: 

I. Preparation - 15 minutes
1. Students will spend 5-10 minutes drawing their upcoming work experience.
a. Actual experience
b. Something they would like to do (i.e. working at Disneyland)
2. Students will write a caption for the picture using the program’s (Sunshine 2 Program 5’s) relevant grammar while detailing where they worked.
a. i.e. “I worked at Disneyland! I learned how to greet guests! It was fun!”
II. Writing Practice - 20 minutes
1. Students will walk around the room with sticky notes and view other people’s “posts.”
2. Students will write comments and their name on their sticky notes and stick them to the desk with the post that they want to comment on.
a. Students can use new grammar and prepare themselves for writing about their work experiences via an interactive activity that mimics social media. (Note: students cannot comment on the same “post” multiple times.)


Additional information: 
A worksheet can be made and used for students’ main posts so that they may write their name, class, and number alongside a dedicated space to draw and write their caption. Sticky notes can still be used to comment, but if you do not have the resources then you can also provide lines for a comment section. This may make the activity less engaging since it will serve as more of a worksheet than an activity since it’s all on one paper.
The time that this activity takes is flexible, as you can alter how long students have to draw their experience and how many comments the students have to leave by changing how many sticky notes they are given.


Example Worksheet:
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Please draw a picture of your work experience! It can be an imaginary work experience.
For example, you can draw a picture of a work experience at Disneyland!

It can also be your real work experience. You can draw how you think it will go!

After drawing, please write an explanation! You can make it like an Instagram post. For
example, “I finished my work experience at Disneyland! | learned how to greet guests!
It was fun!”

After that, other students can “comment” on your post!
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
