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[bookmark: _GoBack]The Hamburger Method
Class time needed for lesson: 50 minutes
Class size taught: 20 students
Target audience: 3rd year SHS 
Objectives: By the end of this lesson, students should be able to:
1. Explain each part of a paragraph.
2. Arrange a paragraph in the correct order. 
3. Write a paragraph using the rules of paragraph writing.

Materials: content sheet, worksheet for writing (double sided print), sentence strips forming a paragraph, computer, projector, video: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=zeCv0ifsURA 

Procedure: 
I. Introduction - 10 minutes 
1. Students watch the YouTube video about the hamburger organizer method. The teacher discusses by asking questions about each section. 
2. The teacher will explain the content from the handout, including the rules for writing paragraphs as well as the hamburger method. 
II. Main activity - 40 minutes
1. The teacher will display a scrambled paragraph on the board and have students work together to organize the sentences according to the hamburger method. 
2. In groups of four, students will get an envelope with sentences that form a paragraph. Groups will compete to quickly and correctly arrange the paragraph. 
3. The teacher will display one of the paragraphs previously used. Guide students to observe the rules and organization.
4. Students write a paragraph using the method learned.  

Additional information: 
For the envelope activity, more paragraphs can be done depending on the ability and speed of the students.  
1. Example Paragraph

My favorite school lunch is chicken curry and rice. One reason why I love this lunch so much is that it tastes so good. Another reason is that I love the smell of the curry from a distance while it is being prepared. Additionally, the unique flavor of the curry blends well with the freshness of the rice. Paragraph Writing 

A paragraph is a series of sentences on a specific point or topic. 
Some rules for writing a paragraph are:
· Always Indent the first word (start away from the margin)
· Use capital letters to start each sentence.
· Use a period, question mark or exclamation mark at the end of each sentence.
· Don’t use point form.
· Keep the paragraph on one topic.
· Use transitioning/linking words to connect your sentences.
