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Class time needed for lesson: 50 minutes
Class size taught: 35 - 40 students
Target audience: SHS 3rd Year Students
Objective: At the end of the class, students will be able to speak and write about sports and outdoor recreational activities.

Materials: Teacher: Teacher-made PowerPoint Presentation, Kahoot Game, Teacher-made worksheet, laptop and projector, handouts (Textbook: Oxford Picture Dictionary [2nd Edition] pgs 226-229); Students: Tablet

Procedure: 
I. Introduction - 5 minutes
1. Teacher plays a short video on the Tokyo Olympics Introduction 2020 and asks students to identify a few sports. At the end of the video, the teacher asks for volunteers.
2. Teacher presents the question, “Do you like sports? Why?” Teacher will ask students to make pairs and discuss the question. 
3. The teacher will ask 2-3 pairs to share their discussion in class.
II. Topic on Famous Athletes - 10 minutes
1. Teacher presents the question, “Do you know any famous athletes?” 
a. Teacher asks students to make different pairs for this discussion.
b. Teacher provides guidelines for discussion:
i. Name the athlete.
ii. Which country is he/she from?
iii. Which sport does he/she play?
iv. Why is he/she famous?
c. Each student will have 1 minute to share their opinions.
d. Teachers ask 2-3 pairs to share their discussion in class.
e. Teacher introduces 4 famous athletes to the class: Christiano Ronaldo, LeBron James, Serena Williams and Rafael Nadal.
III. Topic on Sports and Recreational Activities - 10 minutes
1. Teacher presents the question, “Can you play sports?”
a. Teacher asks students to make different pairs for this discussion.
b. Teacher provides guidelines for discussion:
i. Name the sport you can play.
ii. When did you start?
iii. What position do you play?
iv. Did you win any awards or matches?
2. Each student will have 1 minute to share their opinions.
3. Teacher asks 2-3 pairs to share their discussion in class.
4. Teacher distributes handouts to students and reviews the vocabulary. Students repeat after the teacher to check pronunciation.
IV. Guessing Game (in pairs)  - 10 minutes
1. Teacher explains the guessing game to students:
a. You and your partner take turns playing charades:
i. Student A will cover their eyes while Student B reads the hint on the board. 
ii. Then, Student B will act out the sport while Student A has 60 seconds to guess in English!
b. The ALT and JTE demonstrate an example for the class. 
2. The students then play six rounds interchanging the roles of Student A and Student B. Teacher uses cues in Powerpoint Presentation.
V. Kahoot! - 10 minutes
1. Teacher presents the Kahoot game pin and instructs students to log in with their tablets. Teacher assists where necessary.
2. Teacher guides the game till the end. Game has a series of multiple choice and true or false questions testing the student’s vocabulary learnt from the handout.
VI. Writing Activity - 5 minutes
1. Teacher distributes worksheets with a series of questions for the students to answer individually. If students are unable to complete the writing task within the allotted time, they can complete it as homework.
