Class time needed for lessons: 2 full lessons
Class size taught: 50 students (works with any class size)
Target audience: SHS – 3rd grade (works with any grade)
Objective: Within two classes, students will be able to learn about a foreign culture by researching through English.
目的：外国の文化について英語を使って研究しながら学ぶ。
Materials: Tablets, projector, powerpoint presentation, worksheets

Procedure:
I. Introduction (10 minutes)
1. The ALT will begin with a brief greeting by asking the students how they are.
2. The ALT will give  students time to get their tablets as they will be necessary for the class. Over the next two classes, the students will be learning about the ALT`s country, covering topics such as nature, music, sports, government, etc.
3. The ALT will explain that in the first class the students will use their tablets to research information about the ALT`s country, using the topics listed on the worksheet and filling in the blanks next to them (see attached).
II. Main activity - First Class - ( ~30 minutes )
1. After receiving the worksheets, students will spend the remainder of the class researching on their tablets. 
a. This first class will be relatively quiet as the students are absorbed in their work. 
b. The ALT will spend the rest of the class going around the classroom, keeping an eye on students` progress and answering any questions that they might have.
i)  Questions will vary depending on the topics chosen by the ALT, but students often seek clarification on pronunciation, spelling, and unfamiliar topics, such as national flowers, birds, and patron saints.

III. Main Activity - Second Class - ( ~30 minutes )
1. In the second class, the ALT will give a presentation about their country following the same outline of topics from the worksheet.
a. They will use the information the students collected to guide the progress of the presentation by asking them for the answers. The ALT will then elaborate on the different topics.
IV. Conclusion (10 minutes)
1. The ALT should wrap up the presentation by leaving time for questions at the end.

Additional Information:
This was a very enjoyable class to teach, and I even got to learn a little bit about my own country. However, it is important that you introduce content that is different from your initial self-introduction classes. Change the worksheet questions and topics to whatever suits you best. Ideally the presentation class should be somewhat conversational, but this is harder to achieve with larger class sizes.
