The Five W`s (Story Narration)
Class time needed: 50 minutes 
Class size taught: 10 students 
Target Audience:  SHS All levels 
Objectives: Students will be able to summarize articles and answer a range of questions independently.

Materials: Newspaper , dictionaries, pen, and paper 
Procedure: 
I. Introduction: 10 minutes 
1. The ALT will give students newspapers. 
2. Students will go through the newspapers and choose an article that interests them.
3. The ALT and JTL will walk around the room and make sure that all the students have chosen an article to work on. 
4. The ALT will explain what needs to be done, and the JTL will help should the students need clarification with Japanese.
II.     Main Activity: 35 minutes 
1. The students will be expected to read their chosen article and narrate the story using their own words.
