[bookmark: _GoBack]Idioms
Class time needed for lesson: 50 minutes
Class size taught: 8-30
Target audience: SHS 3rd grade
Objective: In one class, students will become familiar with common English idioms and their meanings, and they will be able to use them correctly.
目的: 一般的な英語の慣用句とその意味を理解し、正しく使用できるようになる。
Materials: Powerpoint presentation, sets of matching cards (idioms on one card and their meanings on another), stickers (optional) and worksheets.

Procedure:
I. Preparation
1. Teachers create sets of matching cards with idioms on one card and their meaning on another. I usually do 12 different idioms, but you can do more or less depending on skill level.
a. Ex: Idiom - I could eat a horse, Meaning - I’m very hungry.
II. Introduction - 5-10 min
1. Using a premade PowerPoint, teachers introduce the students to the concept of idioms.
a. First, the ALT defines the word “idiom” in English. The JTL translates into Japanese if necessary.
b. The ALT gives an example of an English idiom.
c. The students try to think of examples of Japanese idioms.


III. Main Activity - 30-35 min
1. The students, with sets of matching cards, try to match the idiom to the meaning.
a. I usually have the students work in groups of 2 for smaller classes and groups of 4-5 for larger classes.
b. I allow the students to use dictionaries to look up words, but do not allow them to use their tablets.
2. When the students are done, the ALT checks how many pairs they got right.
3. The teachers give the group/groups with the best score a sticker as a prize (optional).
4. After all the groups are done matching and the teachers have checked their answers, the teachers go through all the idioms one by one.
a. Use the powerpoint to give them a literal picture of the idiom. Ex: for “elephant in the room”, a picture of an elephant sitting on a couch between two people. Explain the meaning of the idiom. Give at least one example of the idiom being used in conversation.
IV. Conclusion - 5-10 min
1. The students write about a Japanese idiom on their worksheets. They should write the idiom, the literal English translation, the actual meaning, and an example of it being used in conversation.
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
