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[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Adapting to the future of work 
Class time needed for lesson: 50 minutes
Class size taught: 30 Learners + 
Target audience: Senior High School
Objective: To prepare students for disruptive technologies in the workplace
目的：これからの社会における技術の変化について考えさせ、英語で自分の意見を発表できるようにする。
Materials: Worksheet, Computer with PowerPoint slides of different jobs
Procedure: 
I. Introduction/Greeting -  15 Minutes
1. ALT and JTL greet students and ask what kind of jobs they would like to do in the future. ALT and JTL go around and interact with students and listen to their answers 
2. ALT asks students to discuss a further two questions on those pairs
a. How jobs have changed from the past and how might they change in the future?
b.  Which jobs are new that were not around five years ago?
3. ALT shows students a PowerPoint presentation of jobs for the future.
4. ALT and JTL explain to learners key words linked to the future of work such as Chat GPT, Automation, AI, Remote Work, Hybrid Model, Digital Nomad & 4th industrial revolution.

II. Main Activity – 30 minutes
1. Students draw in the worksheet of current job names in the workplace. 
2. Students talk in pairs about which jobs they think will be lost because of technology.
3. ALT and JTL speak about companies they know that did not survive disruptive technologies such as Nokia, Kodak, BlackBerry and BlockBuster. ALT and JTL can also mention other companies they know of that didn't survive modern day technology. 
4. ALT highlights other jobs that are at risk because of AI such as retail checkouts, translator, photographers, factory labor, delivery person and waiters.

III. Conclusion – 5 minutes
1. Students write about a new job of their own for the future. ‘ my dream future job is to be a…’ The students need to take into account the changing nature of work when choosing their dream future jobs. Students are also allowed to write a job that they would like to do that could be affected by technology.
2. 
i. Students write this on the same worksheet below.


Additional information: 
This lesson requires the ALT and JTE doing some research about the changing nature of jobs and also about the examples used in the article. Furthermore, the ALT needs to familiarize themselves with the jargon of this topic and the examples used.  
These are examples of jobs of the future that I included in my lesson. I recommend using a picture from online with the Job vocabulary so students can truly understand what the job is. I have also included simple descriptions for the key words myself and the JTE will introduce
