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Ordering at a Restaurant
Class time needed for lesson: 50 Minutes
Class size taught: 20 to 24 students
Target audience: 1st and 2nd Senior High School
Objective: Students will be able to understand and use natural English expressions for ordering food and drinks in a restaurant. They will improve speaking fluency, listening comprehension, and confidence in real-life communication through pair and group role plays.

Materials: Menu with prices and pictures, Handout of a dialogue, Play money and Flash cards of food and drink vocabulary

Procedure
I. Introduction - 10 Minutes
1. ALT and JTE will do their usual greetings
2. ALT and JTE will explain the activity of the day
3. ALT and JTE will help students sit in groups of 3 or 4
4. ALT will give students handouts.
5. Students will do rock, paper and scissors to determine their roles. For example, a waiter and customers will be needed for this lesson
II.Main Activity - 35 Minutes 
1. Vocabulary & Expressions 10 minutes
a. Teach key expressions (e.g. 'May I take your order?', 'I’d like ___, please.'). Practice pronunciation and meanings                                                           .
2. Guided Practice: 5 minutes
a. Students will use the provided worksheet to practice the dialogue
3. Role-play Activity : 10 minutes
a. Groups of 2 or 3 (waiter + customers) perform restaurant role plays using menus. ALT and JTE assist
4. Presentations : 10 minutes
a. Selected groups perform for the class and ALT and JTE Provide feedback. 

III. Conclusion - 5 minutes
1. Review key phrases and do a quick exit quiz.

Additional Information
     It can be extended into a 'Restaurant Project' (students design their own restaurant and menu).
     Optional: You can show a short video of a real restaurant conversation for listening practice.

“Good evening. May I take your order?”
“What would you like to drink?”
“Would you like anything else?”
“Here’s your food. Enjoy your meal!”
“Here’s your bill. Thank you.”
Customer
“I’d like  ___, please.”
“Can I have some water?”
“That’s all, thank you.”
“How much is it?”
“It was delicious, thank you!”
Part 2: Sample Dialogue for students to role play 
Waiter: Good afternoon. May I take your order?
Customer A: Yes, I’d like a cheeseburger, please.
Waiter: Sure. Would you like something to drink?
Customer A: I’ll have an iced tea.
Waiter: Okay. Anything else?
Customer A: No, that’s all. Thank you.
Waiter: Thank you. Your order will be ready soon.
