Textbook Specific Lesson

Presenting a Unique Sports
Class time needed for lesson: 2-3 50 minute classes
Class size taught: 30 students (though could be used for class of any size)
Target audience: SHS 1st Grade 
Objective: After 2-3 classes students will have created a presentation with slides, given their presentation before the class about their chosen topic (in this case unique sports) and learned good presenting skills. 
目的：2～3回の授業後、生徒はスライドを用いたプレゼンテーションを作成し、選択したテーマ（この場合はマイナーなスポーツ）についてクラスで発表を行い、効果的なプレゼンテーションスキルを習得します。
Materials: The ALT’s two prepared presentations, a TV or projector to show slides, tablets or laptops for research, worksheets, Big Dipper 1 lesson 4 . 
Procedure:
Class 1:
I. Introduction - 10 - 15 minutes
1. In order to introduce the new topic of sports, the ALT will give a presentation about a unique sport. This is an opportunity for the ALT to share some of their home country’s culture. In this example, the presentation is on the British tradition of Gloucestershire Cheese rolling. 
2. The ALT will give two versions of the same presentation, a good version and a bad version. In the former, the ALT will speak loudly and enthusiastically, they will make eye contact and their slides will contain pictures and concise bullet points. For the latter, the ALT will cover their face with the script avoiding eye contact, they will speak quietly and their slides will simply contain the script word for word.
3. Following this, the ALT will ask the class which speech was better and why. The ALT will write some ideas on the board. 
a. The ALT can choose to stress the aspects they believe their students need to work on most, whether it's eye contact, volume or creativity in regard to their slides.
4. Following this the ALT could show a video of the unique sport or topic they gave their presentation on. In this case, a one minute video of a recent Gloucestershire cheese rolling competition. 


II. Main activity - 35 minutes 
1. The ALT should inform the students that they are going to research, write, and give presentations about a unique sport of their choice. This can be either an individual or pair task. If the latter, the JTE should help the ALT form pairs.  Present the students with an outline with the structure of the presentation the ALT wants the students to follow. 
a. The outline can also highlight some vocabulary and grammar the class is currently covering. 
b. The ALT can also provide the students with the script they used for their presentation to show the students how to fill in the outline.  
2. Following the instructions of the JTE the students will get out tablets or laptops and commence researching their chosen unique sport, using the outline provided to put their presentation together.
3. The ALT should provide students with any vocabulary they require. 
III. Conclusion - 5 minutes 
1. JTE can set a deadline for when they want the pairs or individuals to submit their slides. 
2. The ALT will once again stress the importance of good presenting skills and will remind the students that they will be giving their presentations to the class.
Class 2:
I. Introduction - 10 - 20 minutes 
1. This should be an opportunity for students to tidy up their presentation, practice and for the ALT to help with any vocab or corrections.
2. Stress again the importance of good presentation skills: eye contact and volume. 
II. Main activity - 20 - 40 minutes 
1. The students will now give their presentation in front of the class. The ALT can select groups using a random number wheel or encourage students to volunteer. Potentially the ALT will need an incentive, such as stickers. 
2. Depending on how long the students needed to finish their presentation this could overflow into a third class. 
3. To ensure the rest of the class is listening the ALT could provide them with some kind of peer evaluation worksheet but this should be at the discretion of the ALT and JTE.  

III. Conclusion - 5 minutes
1. Finally give some feedback to the whole class and offer some words of congratulations on completing what would have been a very daunting task for some students. 

Additional information:
· This lesson was designed to complement lesson 4 of the Big Dipper 1 text book but the structure and the format of the worksheet could be adapted for giving presentations on any topic.  
· The worksheet provided contains some Japanese translations but whether to include this should be according to the preference of the JTE. 
· The worksheet also includes a list of potential vocabulary the students could use but once again depending on the English level of the students this can be excluded.
