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[bookmark: _gjdgxs]Tea Box - Term Long Writing Practice
Class time needed for lesson: 10 minutes in two different classes
Class size taught:  ~35 students (works for any)
Target audience: JHS, SHS
Objective: Encourage students to practice practical writing skills while building a relationship with the ALT.
目的：ALT との関係を構築しながら、実践的なライティングスキルを練習する。
Materials: writing slips, stamp cards, 2 paper baskets, sign/small whiteboard

Procedure: 
I. Preparation
1. Determine your rules
a. They can write/ask about anything they want.
b. It’s a safe space to make mistakes with no loss of points.
c. It’s not a required assignment - they may turn in as many or as few as they want.
d. 1 sentence (3+ words) = 1 stamp
e. They must turn in their writing AND their stamp sheet to receive credit.
2. Determine your prizes
a. Individual prize
i. Encourages individual practice/participation.
ii. 20 stamps = 1 nice sticker
iii. Full stamp sheet = gacha ball with surprise (I made crocheted key chains).
b. Class prize
i. Encourages class competition.
ii. The class with the most slips turned in by the end of the term wins.
iii. Only classes in the same grade level compete.
iv. My example:
1. Give them a white t-shirt and some markers.
2. They have 2 weeks to make the shirt as crazy as they want.
3. Any writing must be in English
4. It must remain school appropriate.
5. When they finish, I must wear the shirt around school for an entire day.
3. Prepare handouts
a. 1 stamp sheet per student.
b. 1 writing slip per student plus extra 
4. Set up box/baskets
a. Find a space that all students pass often to set up.
b. One basket is for turning in writing and stamp cards.
c. The other basket is where students can get more writing slips throughout the semester.
d. The whiteboard is to show the current class scores.
II.	Start of the Term (10 minutes)
1. Give each student a writing slip and a stamp card.
2. Explain the rules and the prizes.
3. Show students where they will turn in and get more slips.
4. Give students 3-5 minutes to start their first writing slip.
III.	Throughout the Term
1. Regularly check the box for submissions, and update the score board.
2. Correct their writing and reply as quickly as you can.
3. Encourage writing as often as possible!
III.	End of Term
1. Announce class ranks for the term.
2. Give students a chance to receive individual prizes.

Additional information: 
For younger or less advanced levels, I make crosswords and word searches using their textbook vocabulary as an easier chance to participate BUT I make them worth less points than writing their own sentences (1 stamp for a completed puzzle, 2 for a 100% correct puzzle).

This can become a lot of extra grading for you! Be aware that the more the students participate, the more of a time commitment it is for you. Sometimes it’s worth it for students to spill the tea.

All prizes and writing rules can be changed as you see fit.
