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[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]The Data Discovery: From Graphs to Grammar
Class time needed for lesson: 4 classes (50 minutes per class)
Class size taught: 38-41 students
Target audience: SHS - 2nd year
Objective: After four classes, the students are expected to present for one minute describing a country's socioeconomic factors over the past two consecutive years, based on facts and graphical data, and write an 80-100-word essay in 15 minutes about their findings, what they learned from their classmates, and their personal reflection, applying the learned grammar in class.

目的：4回の授業の後、生徒は異なる国とテーマを選択し、そのテーマについて過去2年間の現状を説明するグラフやデータにもとづく1分間のプレゼンテーションを行い、比較表現を使いながら、自身の調査結果やクラスメートから学んだこと、個人の意見などを、80～100字のエッセイに15分間でまとめることが求められます。
Materials: Laptop/gadget, Canva presentation, textbook, worksheets, and projector.
Procedure: 
I. Team Teaching Class 1 - 50 minutes (Recalling the grammar lesson from JHS) 
1.  Checking of attendance / Greetings (2 minutes)
a. The JTE will check the attendance of the class.
b. The ALT will greet the students.
2. Warm-up (5 minutes)
a. SMALL TALK. The ALT will initiate by asking the JTE a question related to the lesson's theme, and the JTE will respond. The ALT will then ask a follow-up question related to the JTE's answer. Following this, the ALT and JTE will switch roles.
b. Students will pair up for the small talk, which will serve as a springboard for the lesson's conversation dialogue.
3. Pre-activity (13 minutes)
a. The ALT will show and explain the targets of the day’s lesson.
b. Teachers will model a conversation dialogue for students to practice in pairs.
c. After a vocabulary check using Kahoot, the ALT will project comprehension questions based on the dialogue. Students will be randomly selected via "Wheel of Names" to read and answer questions.
d. The ALT will highlight comparative and superlative adjectives in the dialogue, then introduce a game using them.
4. Main Activity (20 minutes)
a. The students will be asked to recall their lesson about comparative and superlative degrees of adjectives when they were in junior high school through a game titled “Line up!”
b. The class will be divided into three groups.
c. Each member of the group will arrange themselves in a line based on the conditions provided by the JTE.
d. In every round, a random student will be asked who is taller, the tallest, shorter, the shortest, in height; has smaller, the smallest, larger, the largest feet in class, etc.
e. Using the students' answers during the game, the ALT will review the class on the rules of transforming adjectives to comparative and superlative degrees through a brief discussion. 
5. Assessment (8 minutes)
a. Students will complete two exercises in their book within the allotted time and then verify their answers against those displayed on the screen.
6. Homework (2 minutes)
a. The students will be asked to complete the last exercise in their book.

II. Team teaching Class 2 - 50 minutes (Introducing a higher level of grammar for comparison; giving an overview of the project)
1. Checking of attendance / Greetings (2 minutes)
2. Warm-up (5 minutes)
3. Pre-activity (5 minutes)
4. Main Activity (13 minutes)
a. The ALT will discuss grammar, while the JTE provides examples using everyday objects, Japanese tourist spots (such as Mt. Daisen and Mt. Tate), and tech products (Android vs. Apple).
5. Assessment (5 minutes)
a. Students, in pairs, shall create sentences from the graphical data in their textbook, applying the grammar pattern. Students will be randomly selected using the "Wheel of Names" to give their answer.
6. Project Overview (20 minutes)
a. The teachers will discuss the procedure of the class project.
· The class will be divided into groups of 5 members.
· Each group shall choose a country. Members shall be assigned to one of the following socioeconomic factors: population growth, economic growth, voting turnouts, access to education, and energy consumption.
· Members will research the socioeconomic factors of their selected country over the past two consecutive years, presenting the data and graphs in a slide presentation.

III. Team teaching Class 3 - 50 minutes (Project making, consultation, rehearsal)
1.  Checking of attendance / Greetings (2 minutes)
2. Pre-activity (8 minutes)
a. The JTE will discuss the writing test after the presentations of their research.
· The students will write an essay on their chosen topic. 
· The essay requires an introduction, a body paragraph that utilizes the learned grammar pattern, and a conclusion that summarizes the findings and expresses personal reflections.
b. The JTE will provide the students with the rubric, giving them a clear understanding of the grading criteria.
3. Main Activity (40 minutes)
a. The students will finalize their presentations in groups, consulting with teachers and groupmates on the facts they have gathered and practicing difficult pronunciations.
b. The last 10 minutes will be allotted as a dry run of their presentations within the group.

IV. Team teaching Class 4 - 50 minutes (Project presentation, writing test)
1. Checking of attendance / Greetings (2 minutes)
2. Pre-activity (7 minutes)
a. The ALT will explain the presentation strategy. Students will participate in three rounds of round-table discussions. The first round is within groups (per country). For the second round, students will regroup into two topic-based sets. Select members from each set will swap for the final round. Each presenter has one minute to present, followed by one minute for questions and feedback.
b. The JTE will reiterate the procedure and rubric for the writing test to the students after the presentations.
3. Main Activity (26 minutes)
a. The students will be asked to do their presentations.
4. Assessment (15 minutes)
a. The students will be asked to write an essay about their chosen topic.
b. The essay requires an introduction, a body paragraph that utilizes the learned grammar pattern, and a conclusion that summarizes the findings and expresses personal reflections.
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
