Class time needed for lesson: 45 minutes
Class size taught:  20
Target audience: High School First Year
Objective: Students will be able to comfortably speak about school activities in English and express the advantages of different clubs.
目的：学校の活動について英語で話し、様々な部活動の利点を表現できるようになる。
Materials: Notebooks, Writing materials , Tablet (optional)
Procedure: 
I. Warm up Activity -10 minutes
1. The ALT will begin with a short presentation based on their school life in their own country, including: former high school, structure of the school year, school clubs, sports day and other fun school activities. 
2. Students will then discuss with their peers in groups of four, what they understood from the ALT’s presentation. 
3. Student will then select a representative who will share with the class what they learned from the ALT’s presentation

II. Main Activity-20 minutes
1. The ALT will ask students what their most and least favourite part of school is and why. Have them discuss in their groups among themselves. Randomly select 3 students to share with the class. 
2. Students will then be shown four pictures showing different school activities, such as Baseball, Tea Ceremony, Music Club and Tennis. They will be asked to select one picture and discuss within their groups what is happening in the picture. 
3. Students will then be asked to construct a short presentation covering the following questions:
a. What is happening in the picture? 
b. What is the name of the club? 
c. Is this club popular at your school? Why or why not? 
d. What are the main accomplishments of this club?
e. How would you convince someone to visit this club?

III. Final presentation- 15 minutes
1. The students will be asked to present to the class. Each group must be asked questions by at least 3 other groups pretending to be newcomers who are interested in each club.
