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Halloween Describe and Draw

Class time needed: 50 minutes

Class size: 12-36

Target audience: JHS

Objective: To get the students using descriptive language and to increase comprehension with ‘it is ____, it has ____, it likes _____, it can ____.’ grammar. For third years you could change these to ‘this is a monster which ____’. Both grammar points taken from the sunshine textbooks (1 and 3, 3rd years being relative pronouns).

Materials:

· One piece of plain A6 paper for each student. 
· A large quantity of stickers – at least 6 for each drawing round depending on group size.

Procedure:

I. Pre-lesson
The ALT will arrive early to set up the powerpoint on the screen.

I. Introduction - 5 minutes
1. The ALT will start the class off with a basic greeting 
for example, ‘how are you, how is the weather, what day is it?’

II. Instruction Activity - 15 minutes
1. The ALT will provide a presentation and describe the monsters displayed (with the slides on-screen).
a. The ALT gives instructions to the students in English (with help from the JTE if necessary), making sure the students gather into groups with a whiteboard, pen and rubbers. The groups are of at least 2 people but preferably 4.
b. The ALT will read the description on the presentation, and the students in their groups will draw on the whiteboard what they think it is.
c. In this section, they will be listening and reading the grammar points ‘it is ____, it has ____, it likes _____.’ but not using it independently.
d. The team with the best drawing in each drawing wins stickers. There are two such drawings in this round.

III. Main Activity - 20 minutes
1. The students split their groups into 2, drawing/listening students, and describing students.
a. The ‘describing’ students will look at the picture, and describe it using the aforementioned grammar.
b. The ‘listening’ students will look at the back of the class, and hear the description, they will then draw it on the whiteboard.
c. They have 3 to 5 minutes on a timer for each drawing. Judge how much time your students need yourself - every class is different.
d. The team with the best drawing will all receive stickers.
e. If time is running short, you can skip at any point to the self-led activity.

IV. Self-led Activity - 10 minutes

A. The ALT will hand the students each a piece of paper and instruct them to draw their own monsters, it can be original or pre-existing
B. The students will write two sentences beneath their creation with the target grammar.
C. The ALT and JTE will assist the students with any creative or language related questions
D. I suggest setting a 5 minute timer for drawing, and a further 5 for the sentences.
E. Take the paper back in at the end of the lesson.

Post-lesson - N/A minutes
1. Mark the monsters, it doesn’t take long as it’s only two sentences. 
a. The best monsters/descriptions can be displayed on an English board or simply given back to the students for their next lesson.
